2025 Sporting Clays League

The Sporting Clays League begin on Wednesday, May 7, 2025.  Sign up may begin on Wednesday, April 30.  Banked scores may be shot that night, but will not be used unless necessary.   League will be the same in 2025 as it was in 2024.  League fee will be $40 per two-person team.  The $40 fee also includes an individual league and tournament.  Individuals may shoot in the Individual League as well; the fee is $20. There will be a 100% pay-back in prizes at the end of the year.   You must be an ARGC member to participate in League.    League participants may shoot up to 14 scores for League at the League price.
League Scores:  Scores will consist of 10 scores posted by the end of the league.  If less than 10 scores are shot, the League standing will be disqualified.  If more than 10 scores are posted, the total score will be determined by using the highest 10 scores shot (out of a maximum of 12).  Make-up scores may be shot any league night or on Sunday, no more than two scores may be shot per week.  (See note about Sunday shooting, below.)
Scoring:  To be valid for League Scores, all score cards must be signed by a member of an opposing team or a Board approved scorer.
League Winners will be determined as follows:  There will be prizes for the three top teams and three top individuals.  In addition, there will be two more winning teams and two individuals chosen on a Lewis Class system). (A total of five teams and five individuals will receive prizes.)  (Sweatshirts)
Tournament:  Will start in early August, depending upon participation.   Teams start a week later.  The tournament will be a handicapped single elimination tournament with the top three teams and individuals winning cash.  This event will be handicapped as in the past; each team and individual will shoot against another with the lower league average getting 80% of the difference in total scores, rounded down. Under no circumstances will a handicapped score be allowed to be more than 50.  
Prizes:  Lewis Class league teams and individuals will receive monogrammed sweatshirts.  Tournament winners will win cash.  Other prizes may be added at the discretion of the Board, depending upon attendance.
Sunday:  For 2025, ARGC intends to be open three Sundays per Month for Sporting Clays (two for Skeet).  The purpose of this is to explore the demand for recreational shooting on the weekends.  In order to assist with the existing Wednesday league, make-up scores may be shot on Sunday.  The course will be changed every Wednesday so that the Sunday course is the same.  No more than two scores may be shot during any week.  ARGC will provide scorers on Sunday for league makeup, meaning that the above scoring rules apply on Sunday as well.  Tournament will be shot on Wednesday as in the past.
Calcutta:  In order to get the Calcutta started earlier this year, sign-up for the Calcutta will be June 18th.  It is highly recommended that Calcutta shooters sign up the week before.  A strict sign-up cut-off of 5:30 pm will be enforced the night of the Calcutta, with shooting starting at 6:15. The Calcutta score may be used as a league score, make-up may also be shot that night.

Pump Gun Night:  July 23rd.  (Make-up may also be shot.)
Rules:

Groups larger than 5 should break into two groups
Please allow quicker groups to shoot through.

Please do not jump stations or shoot the course in reverse of its original set-up.

You must declare league scores when signing up, before the round is shot.

League scores may not be posted on special shooting events.

All ARGC and NSCA (National Sporting Clays Association) safety rules will apply.
